Discrimination against Asians remains a key race
relations issue

Asian New Zealanders and international students
continue to experience racial discrimination and

harassment, according to report released today by
Race Relations Commissioner Joris De Bres.

Mr. De Bres said this was evidenced by a survey of
perceptions of discrimination conducted by UMR
Research, Statistics New
survey, media reports of hate crime, a racism study
in Nelson last year and complaints to Human Rights
Commission.

Mr. De Bres released results of the UMR survey as
part of his annual review of racial discrimination and
harassment at a meeting of the federation of Multi-
cultural Councils in Nelson on 20th Feb. 2010.

Public perceptions of discrimination against ethnic
groups, and particularly Asians, have increased in
the past 12 months. Two-Thirds of survey respon-
dents nominated an ethnic group when asked who
they thought was most discriminated in New Zea-

land, and 28 percent identified Asians. In a further
guestion, when given a list of 14
